WHY MEMORIZE
THE BIBLE?

As a kid growing up, you probably always looked 
forward to your birthday and Christmas because 
you were eager to receive gifts that you wanted. 
As parents, there is a complete reversal in why we 
anticipate these times of gift-giving. Instead of being 
so excited to receive gifts, we eagerly anticipate the 
opportunity to give gifts. There is almost no greater 
joy as a parent than to see your child’s face light up 
in celebration when they unwrap that coveted gift 
they’ve been wanting for so long. It’s a God-given 
desire in us to take joy in giving good gifts to our 
children (Luke 11:13). 

As Christian parents, one of the best gifts that you 
can give your child as they grow up in your home 
is a mind that is filled with Scripture. God’s Word is 
more precious than any gold (Ps. 19:10) and helping 
your child hide it in their heart is one of the ways to 
avoid sinning (Ps. 119:11) because it arms them with 
the sword of the Spirit (Eph. 6:17). It is this gospel 
word that we are praying would not just be heard 
by our child, but also be accepted and then bear 
fruit in their life (Mark 4:20). It is our hope and prayer 
that by using this workbook with your child, God 
may graciously give your child the best gift of all, the 
gift of salvation (Eph 2:8-9).

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HOW TO USE

•	 If you have more than one child in our elementary 
ministry, all ages will be working on the same 
verses and Hymns at the same time.  

•	 The appendix includes a list of helpful “fighter 
verses.” Once your child has mastered the 
monthly memory verse, select one of these short 
verses dedicated to helping your child fight the 
good fight of faith (1 Tim 6:12). 

•	 All the passages and hymns in this workbook were 
carefully selected as core truths for the children 
to memorize.  

•	 Students will track their progress during Sunday 
School using a sticker system. Each month will 
have a blank spot for a sticker. Once your child is 
ready, they can recite the verses to a table leader 
in their Sunday School class. If they get it correct, 
they will receive a sticker. The goal is to fill in 
every blank by the end of the school year. 

•	 Hymns of the Month will be tracked during Kids 
Worship on Sunday evenings (Downtown) or 
during Midweek (Nocatee). They will sing the 
first verse and chorus of each song to receive a 
sticker.
